• Recital Fee 

The Recital Fee was due Feb. 1, 2019.  It is $50 per family which goes towards the cost of renting the theater, 

James Clemens High School.  If your family has not paid this yet, please take care of that ASAP. 

• Tickets 

Each dance family who pays the $50 recital fee will receive 4 complimentary tickets (general admission) to the 

performance their children are in.  Additional general admission tickets will be for sale for $7 each, ages 3 and 

older.  Ages 2 and under will not be required to have a ticket as long as they do not take up a seat.  (must sit in 

a lap) 

Adonai Ballet dancers who are performing will not need a ticket to watch the show they are dancing in.  Your 

child (dancer) may sit in the audience without a ticket for the show they are performing, during the act(s) they 

are not dancing in.  For example, if your child is only in Act 3, they may watch Act 1 and 2, from the audience, 

without a ticket.   

The 10:00 show dancers will stay backstage for the entire show.

• Hair, Makeup, Shoes  

Makeup: 

Makeup for pictures is optional.  Makeup for the performances is highly encouraged as the stage lighting 

washes out the face.  Please follow the makeup guide attached and be sure to use neutral colors:  no blues or 

bright red lips.  

Shoes:   

All ballet classes are to wear pink ballet shoes with elastic sewn on.   

All tap classes are to wear black tap shoes. 

All modern classes will be barefoot.  

All PBT, Ballet, Worship Ballet, SN Ballet, and Pointe classes will wear their hair in a classical bun, slicked 

straight back with no part.  If they have a tiara, secure it to the top of the head.  If they have a flower, pin it to 

the right side of the bun.  If they have a head band, secure it all the way around.   

All Preschool dancers may wear the hairstyle of their choice with their hair piece pinned in.
